These `Application Forms for Financing’ have been prepared by Power Finance Corporation Ltd. for use by prospective borrowers seeking financial assistance for setting up/ revamping power projects in the areas of generation, transmission and distribution etc.  In drafting these forms, PFC tried to consolidate basic information which is required for appraisal of the project for financing.
The details sought in the application form are structured as Part-I (Entity Appraisal), Part-IIa (Project - General) & Part-II b (Project - Specific). Part-I, Part-IIa and Part-IIb put together forms the complete “Application Form for Financing”. Borrowers are expected to furnish all the information as per these forms in totality for speedy processing of request for financing. All the enclosures, as sought in the application forms, should be submitted along with it.

At the time of application the promoter/ applicant Co. should normally have achieved the following mile stones;

a. Letter/MOU with Govt.

b. Registration of the Company.

c. Identification of equity and its contributors.

d. CEA clearance (As the case may be)

e. PPA (Signed/Agreed Draft)

f. Fuel linkage (In case of Thermal Generation Project)

The instructions to the applicant are given at the beginning of these forms. Certain clarification or explanatory notes are also given inside the forms at appropriate places to help the applicant fill the forms correctly. The preliminary scrutiny of the loan application would be based on the information provided herein and therefore, information given should not lead to misrepresentation of facts.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILLING IN AND SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION
1. Application is to be prepared and submitted using Two-part formats including additional sheets wherever required:

a) Part I pertaining to Entity Appraisal. 
b) Part II (containing sub-part a and b) pertaining to Project Appraisal.

2. All information sought in the format should be provided clearly and item-wise, avoiding cross references either to other parts of the format or to the annexure as far as possible. Cross references may only be given for providing supplementary details as and when required.

3. The applicant entity must nominate authorized signatory/Coordinator for subsequent clarification on this proposal, under a certificate to this effect. PFC will not be responsible for any consequences arising out of false information provided in these forms. 

4. The information provided shall be up-to-date on the date of application and all the pages of the duly filled-in application format should be signed by the authorized signatory of the applicant organization. 

5. The preliminary scrutiny of the proposal could be carried out by PFC strictly based on the information furnished by the applicant on these formats.

6. The proposal accepted after preliminary scrutiny will only be considered for detailed appraisal and entity will be required to furnish further details sought time to time in this regard.

7. The loan application in case of thermal projects will be considered for appraisal only after allocation of fuel linkage by Govt. of India.

8. Two copies of latest DPR and EIA (Environmental Impact Assessment) report may be furnished along with the complete application. 
9. Please ensure that sequencing of the Application form is not changed. If the applicant feels that any section is not relevant, the status may be suitably indicated but the section should not be deleted.
